GENERAL INFORMATION FOR PETITIONERS
All students will need to turn in a signed petition form to Miss Barker or Mrs. Fester by 1:55 on October 28th. 8th grade students running for an executive officer position will also turn in their campaign recording.
· Signing a petition indicates a student’s willingness to have that candidate, but does not indicate any particular choice in the secret ballot election.  

· A student of any of the 2027-2025 school classes may sign one petition for one candidate for each Student Council office.

· STUDENT COUNCIL OFFICERS AND REPRESENTATIVES will be expected to attend all Student Council meetings, which take precedence over athletic and other meetings.  Each member will serve and be active on specific committees of Student Council.  Any absences are automatically unexcused unless covered with a note.  
· The Student Council is responsible for many activities throughout the school year.  The members must be able and willing to devote time to planning and orchestrating these activities.  They are allowed only two absences from meetings/duties (This policy may be adjusted in the 2020-2021 academic year due to the unique circumstances and restrictions of the COVID-19 virus).  They must also be willing to organize other activities throughout the school year and cooperate with other school organizations.  Each member of Student Council will have a specific job, and it will be the responsibility of that person to complete that job as often as is necessary for the smooth running of the entire Student Council.

8th Grade Officer Positions

STUDENT COUNCIL PRESIDENT supervises all council activities, conducts the business meetings, supervises all committee work, and motivates the members.

VICE-PRESIDENT assists the president and presides over meetings in the president’s absence.  The advisor may assign other duties as needed.

SECRETARY takes minutes of all meetings, keeps attendance records of meetings and work sessions, takes care of all correspondence, and maintains an active folder of all records. 
TREASURER keeps the finances in order, writes the vouchers for disbursement of Council funds (pays the bills), and prepares financial reports for the meetings. 
6-8th Grade Positions

REPRESENTATIVES are to work together for the improvement of the Student Council and the school.  They will work on the various projects in which the Council participates each year.  The representatives will devote time to help with all scheduled activities.
